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Unit Description:
	This Semester students concentrate on creating solutions that automate the processing of data and how they can be enhanced by the application of computational, design and systems thinking skills. The solutions created must be able to handle new data sets, i.e. they are solutions to ongoing problems. For example, macros, conditions and calculations built into solutions enable new data sets to be input to generate new information and reports. Students foster their computational thinking skills by using a programming or scripting language to develop solutions to ongoing problems, create data visualisations, and create a solution using database management software.
