The Web Project.
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Your mission is to design and construct a web site for a business of your choice.  

Some ideas for a business:  surf gear, sun glasses, mobile phone, techno gadgets, comics, t-shirts, outdoor gear, watches etc.  Select a business that interests you.  Once you have decided on a business be sure to tell your teacher to make sure it is suitable for this project.
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Sketch your website on a piece of paper.  It’s best not to go near a computer until you have a rough idea of your intended layout.

As you already know a website is about information.  Think about the type of information your website will contain.  

Product Information.

Are you selling/advertising your products on your web site?

What sort of information about your products do you need to include?  Are your products imported or Australian made?  Are they designed by the ‘latest’ designers, or are they attractive to the market because of their pricing?  What can you say about your product in order to create interest in them.

Business Information.

What sort of information do you need to display about the actual business?  I.e. a short history of the business, location of the business, a small section about the people behind the business.  These are suggestions only.

Layout and navigation.

Spend 15 minutes looking at a similar existing business web site and note down the type of information that is contained within their site.  Look at the layout of the entire site.  Look at the layout of each page.  Is there consistency between ‘the look of each page’?  How is this consistency created?  Is navigation easy?  What sort of navigation do you want to use for your site?  Will the person using your site always know where they are?  Is there a way of contacting your website? How much white space is there on your website?
