Summary of setting up a Dreamweaver web page

Starting:

1. In H directory, create a new folder called Dreamweaver and inside that a folder called Prac1_Root

2. In Prac1_Root, create 2 folders called Html and Assets

3. Open JO’s I Drive and copy the Prac1 html files to your Html folder and the text files and images to your Assets folder.

Open Dreamweaver

4. Build a new web site. – Site – New site

5. Site name  - type Prac1

6. Local root folder – Type h: Then Click on folder on the right and navigate to Prac1_Root

Open – Select – Ok – Ok  (Click OK to cache….)

Set a Home Page  (called Index Page)

7. Today choose one already made in the root directory in the html file. Other times you can start from scratch at this stage and create your own and save it in the root directory.

Site – Open Site – 

8. Click to select your opening page – then Right Click – Set as Home Page

9. Right Click again – Rename – Type Index.htm

Define page title of index page

10. Open Index page (double click from site window) 

      Modify – Page properties – Title – type Welcome to ………OK

Add Keyword meta tag to index page

11. On the Objects palette select Head – Keywords – Choose 4 words separated by commas (appropriate to the content so search engines can index your pages in their databases)
